
Pathways to Permits 

Canoe, kayak, SUP (B1 waters) 
 
 

A progression pathway that will enable adults to obtain a permit to lead canoeing, 
kayaking or stand-up paddleboard activities on B1 class waters.  
 
The pathway to gaining a canoeing, kayaking or stand-up paddleboard activities 
leadership permit for B1 waters requires high levels of commitment, but it is very 
possible to fit the training around existing commitments. 
 
Once a B1 leadership permit has been gained, individuals can go on to work towards 
permits for higher graded waters by gaining the appropriate British Canoeing 
qualifications.
