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Archery is a traditional Scouting Activity that any ages from Beavers to Adults can enjoy. However within the Scout Association it has become necessary to have an Adventurous Activity Permit so that sessions can be run in accordance with Scout Policy

In an effort to get more people qualified to instruct, a 2 day Leadership Permit course will be run. This permit will allow you to instruct Archery for up to 4 archers on the line at one time. 
Open to Leaders, Section Assistants and Young People............... 
The Course is open to all Leaders at any levels or sections as well as any Section Assistants or Skills Instructors you might have. The course is also open to Young People who would earn a Young Person permit. This is perhaps more suited to Explorers and Young Leaders aged applicants and the permit would be valid until the day they turn 18 years old. 

You don’t necessarily need to have Archery experience to do the course, just willing to learn and come away with the knowledge to run archery safely and bring this activity to a section programme or even a camp. 

The Course is lead by Roger and Maureen Hatton who are Archery GB County Coaches and advisers/assessors for Archery within Suffolk County Scouts. The Course will have a mix of indoor learning and outside practical work so suitable clothing is required. Uniform is not necessary and the Course is limited to 12 candidates. 

Refreshments such as tea and coffee will be available during the days but candidates will need to bring a lunch, however kettles and a microwave are available to use.
