Scout Award. All in one summer, action-packed programme designed to make your CV and

As you can imagine, our programmes are getting booked up fast so we highly recommend signing 
up as soon as you can to make sure your teen doesn’t miss out. 
 
A place on NCS is worth around £1500. However, thanks to government funding for the 
programme, we only ask for a contribution of £50 to cover some basic costs. We want to ensure 
that everyone can do NCS so there are bursaries available for students if you need some help to 
cover the cost, please contact me directly to discuss if your child is eligible. 
 
This summer, we are running a couple of programmes however our 3-week residential 
programme is now already fully booked. Therefore, we are offering a unique two-week 
programme that does not include a residential stay but includes an action-packed day of 
outdoor activities locally instead.
